J. 11,001 - 12,000 Ibs axle housing or manufacturer’s replacement. Driver must be able to kil
engine in an emergency. Functional brakes are required.

K. 12,001 - 13,000 Ibs 8. Tractors may not exceed 5 mph. Engine speed, (RPM) shall be no
greater than 10% above manufacturer’s stock specifications or Nebraska

L. 13,001 - 15,000 Ibs Test Rating, whichever is greater. Speeds in excess of 5 mph will result in a
25’ penalty.

N. 17,001 — 20,000 Ibs allowed during the first 25 feet.
